External Competitions

There are a number of competitions that Wrekin Arts PC can enter and many competitions/exhibitions that an individual photographer can enter. Listed below is an explanation of how to enter.

F.I.A.P. World Cup for Clubs.

Organised by FIAP (Fedération Internationale de l'Art Photographique), this is for Camera Clubs worldwide to enter. Digital Images only.

Closing date is 4th October 2010.

PAGB Inter Club Championship.

Every year, each Federation (ours is Midland Counties ~ MCPF), holds a knock-out print competition for clubs in its area. The winning clubs go on to compete in the Finals. This is known as “Connah's Quay”, the venue of the competition. Tickets can be purchased for these finals.Date this year is 23rd October 2010.

Great British Cup.

Projected Image competition (Open and Natural History) for British Clubs to enter. Closing date is 15th November 2010.

Mid Phot.

For photographers in clubs belonging to MCPF. You can enter a number of prints and projected images into an open and natural history sections. Normally displayed at Smethwick PS and tickets can be purchased. Closing date is 12th February 2011.

The knock-out rounds for Connah's Quay and Warwick (see below) and normally held in April. Dates for this competition and Photofolio will be listed as soon as is known. 

Photofolio.

Inter Club competition for clubs in the MAPF area. Prints and projected images selected to represent your club. Displayed at Smethwick PS and tickets can be purchased. Normally held in April.

PAGB Inter club Projected Image Competition.

Commonly known as “Warwick”, this is for clubs who have won the right to represent their Federation. It is for projected images only and you can buy tickets for this event. Date this season is 16th July 2011.
