Trip to Llanddwyn ( Newborough Warren ) on Sunday 3rd October.

1: We will be meeting on the car park at Newborough at 10:00 a.m.

2: It will take approx 3 hours to drive there, so leave Telford no later than 7a.m.

3: Although there is plenty to see from the beach ~ views to Snowdonia and The mountains of North Wales, it is about a 1 mile walk to the headland, where you will find two Lighthouses, Pilots Cottages and a holy ruin. At high tide, the island here will be cut off so please take note of tide times I will give on arrival.

4: There are toilets on the car park.

5: Last time I went, the car park fee was £3:00. It may have gone up, so I would take £5:00 in change ~ you pay at a barrier before you enter the Warren.

6: There are no shops near the beach. Bring along a packed lunch and plenty to drink.

7: Wear comfortable footwear and bring along waterproof jackets ~ just in case!!

8: Please try to arrange car seats amongst yourselves. Hopefully we will be able to fit everyone in.

9: Please leave a contact number with me. If torrential rain is forcast, we will have to cancel.

Connect to the A5 and drive on here until you reach the island for the A55. Turn left onto the A55 and go over the Pont Britannia Bridge. Take the 1st slip road off to your left and  this rejoins the A5. Go past a large monument on your right and then turn left onto the A4080. The road should be signed for Newborough. Continue along the A4080 for several miles going through Brynsiencyn. As you approach Dwyran, take the right exit on the island, still staying on the A4080. There are usually a number of cars parked along this road so take care. Just before the village of Newborough, you will come to an island. Take the right turn ( still on the A4080 ) ignoring signs for the beach. As you drive into the village, look for a turn to your left signed Beach. This is a cross roads with shops around and you need to turn left here. Continue along this road, bearing right past a church until you come to the barrier for Newborough. Keep on the main forest road and after around a mile you will come to the main car park. See you there.
